A new 20mph zone in Brincliffe has 
been consulted on, and a decision is 
expected soon. If approved, the new 
20mph will incorporate all the roads 
in the Brincliffe area, including parts 
of Psalter Lane and Sharrow Lane.

Maroof said, “A 20mph zone will 
help make the area safer for people. 
The Brincliffe scheme will be a good 
addition to the existing schemes 
and we should have most of our 
residential streets in the south-west 
quarter of the city under 20mph, by 
next year.”

This is a success 
for the hard work of 
residents in continuing 
to maintain the beauty 
of the conservation 
area.

Following the riots in July, the Green group of Councillors in Sheffield brought a 
motion to Council, recalling that Sheffield is a City of Sanctuary.

Maroof said, “The recent behaviour by a subsection of society, which has filled 
many of our residents with terror, is completely unacceptable. If you ever feel 
threatened or witness any such behaviour, please inform the police immediately. 
Your prompt action can help ensure the safety of others in the community and 
prevent further escalation 
of violence. Let’s work 
together to maintain a 
peaceful and secure living 
environment.”
